ARTSM is concerned that some suppliers of
traf®c bollards, when they are speaking
with Highways Authorities, are -
intentionally or unintentionally -
misinterpreting statements issued by the
Department for Transport (DfT).
These suppliers, who are not members of

ARTSM, are implying that all white faced
bollards have been deregulated in any
situation, eliminating the need for either a
sign plate or sign luminaire above.
It is accepted that in some situations

where they are installed with traf®c signals,
bollards may be super¯uous, but if all
white faced bollards in any situation were
to be deregulated this would have an
adverse effect on road safety. This is
particularly true on Island Sites.
To help reduce any confusion ARTSM is

pleased to reprint - with permission from
the DfT - the following statement from the
Department to the Association on 9th April
2008.
`Flat, self-righting, retrore¯ective bollards,

complying with BS 8442, may be erected
by a Highway Authority under general
powers, so long as they do not incorporate
a traf®c sign.
If a traf®c bollard incorporates a sign - ie

diagram 610 or 611 arrow - TSRGD requires
that it be illuminated in certain
circumstances. Special authorisation is
therefore required for the use of ¯at
bollards incorporating microprismatic
retrore¯ective materials in locations where
the TSRGD would require illumination.
Until such time as the TSRGD can be
amended to take account of these new
developments in sign face materials

technology, special authorisation will
continue to be required. However, many
authorities have already sought and been
granted authorisation to use retrore¯ective
bollards in this way.
It should be borne in mind that

authorisation is only granted after a
product has been inspected by DfT and
approved for use. It is important to ensure
that any product that is the subject of a
special authorisation is ®t for purpose.'

supplier is totally au fait with the
Regulations and Standards to ensure that
safe and compliant traf®c bollards are
installed in your authority. It therefore
makes sense to speak with one of the 11
ARTSM members who supply these
products.
